
What is ñBase-loadò 
Power?

Base-load power refers to sources of electrical 
generation that can produce a steady amount of 
power over a given period of time . 

Geothermal power, unlike wind and solar is a base-
load source of power because heat from the Earth is 
available 24 hours per day, 365 days per year. 
Conversely, wind power is only generated when the 
wind blows and solar power is only generated when 
the sun shines. 

The dependability of geothermal power allows its users 
to plan their power consumption confidently, without 
the fear of disruptions in generation (Blackouts, 
brownouts) . This is also what makes geothermal 
power a viable substitute for coal and nuclear 
plants (other base-load sources of power).

Wind power generation is 
erratic and does not supply 
power when it is needed most
